SS Credit 4.3 — Alternative Transportation: Alternative Fuel Vehicles

Hamilton Hall is a Harvard Business School (HBS) residence hall serving 74
students. No additional parking capacity is being added as part of this project.
To meet the requirement for this point, HBS would like to refer to SS Credit 4.3
CIR Ruling dated 1/26/2005, which states that Zipcars can be used to supply
alternative fuel vehicles if the project also achieves credit SSc4.1 AND ZipCars
are counted as 8 privately owned vehicles.

If one Zipcar replaces 8 privately owned cars, a single Zipcar is able to serve
10.81% of our population. We have one Zipcar under contract to achieve this
point. Since the existing Letter Template doesn’t reflect this calculation method,
we have developed an alternative Letter Template that incorporates rulings from
the CIR's.

There are actually multiple Zipcars on the HBS campus. For the purpose of this
credit, we are claiming one of them, the Volkswagen Jetta parked at 1 Western
Ave. We have an agreement in place with Zipcar to have this vehicle replaced
with an alternative fuel vehicle within 2 years to meet the requirements of SS
Credit 4.3. This Zipcar is less than 'z a mile away from the project site if one
were to use the sidewalks cutting across campus. It is also located on the free
university shuttle route, as is Hamilton Hall. The convenient shuttle, as well as a
straight-forward walking path, makes this a preferred parking location.

The following page shows a screen shot from the Zipcar website. It identifies the
Volkswagen Jetta located at 1 North Harvard. Page 3 includes a map indicating
the location of the Zipcar parking spot and HBS Hamilton Hall, our project site. A
copy of our agreement with Zipcar is included on Page 4. We hope this
demonstrates the school's commitment reducing single occupant vehicle use to
and from campus.
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
